Dr. Strauss must have had to coax some of the flock to come
along with him that day in 1979, because to explain the doctrine, he added
a lesson in Greek grammar! He offered encouragement to persevere:
“It’s important!”

The Doctrine of Christ (cont.)

“Today some argue that because John [in his prologue] does not use a definite article in the Greek, it should be translated as,
the Word was a god. But the absence of a definite article does not mean that John intended an indefinite article such as a or an,
for there is no such thing in Greek grammar. Rather, the absence of a definite article in Greek emphasizes the quality or nature
of the noun rather than the identity of the noun.” In fact, John constructs the Greek text to emphasize God even further by
putting “God” before “the Word.” The Word, Whose incarnation we celebrate each Christmas, was not simply « god.

To say that John 1:1 should be translated as @ god is intellectually dishonest, for the same people arguing for the insertion of an
indefinite article do not make the same argument for verses 6, 12, 13, and 18. (Look them up!)

God commands us to love Him with all our heart...and mind. John built the intellectual foundation for our faith summarized
by the doctrine of Christ, saying in his epilogue, “these [signs and sayings of Jesus] have been written so that you may believe

that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that believing you may have life in His name.”
